Adopt a Bin - Partnering with local businesses to clean up Toronto 

The Adopt-a-Bin program is a way of helping local busi-
nesses keep their storefronts clean by reporting an overflow-
ing Eucan litter bin. While individuals won't be adopting bins, 
anyone is welcome to call 39-CLEAN (416-392-5326) to re-
port litter or illegal dumping. If your business or head office 
is situated close to a Eucan litter bin, and if maintaining a 
clean and attractive street front is important to your corporate 
image, the Adopt-a-Bin program will appeal to you. 

The Adopt-a-Bin program is for existing litter bins only. If 
there is a litter bin installed in front of your business, then this 
program is for you. All bins are serviced on a regular basis, but sometimes the bins get full 
before their regularly scheduled collection. The purpose of this program is to let the City 
know when a bin is actually overflowing. If your bin is damaged, vandalized or opened 
accidentally, please call and report this. If there is illegal dumping (garbage bags or other 
items) around your bin, you should call and report it. A by-law officer may have to visit 
the site 

What is a BIA? 
�
A Business Improve-
ment Area (BIA) is an 
association of com-
mercial property own-
ers and tenants within 
a defined area who 
work in partnership 
with he City to create 
thriving, competitive, and safe business areas that attract shop-
pers, diners, tourists, and new businesses. By working collec-
tively as a BIA, local business have the organizational and fund-
ing capacity to be catalysts for civic improvement, enhancing the 
quality of life in their local neighborhood and the City as a 
whole. 

Toronto now celebrates a total of 60 BIAs across this City, repre-
senting over 20,000 businesses - the largest number of BIAs in 
North America. Together, they generate over $10,000,000 in 
funding towards street and sidewalk beautification, marketing 
and promotional campaigns, street festivals, clean street cam-
paigns, and crime prevention strategies. BIAs also acts as a uni-
fied voice to address issues on behalf of their membership. The 
success of Toronto's BIA program can be seen in the growth in 
the number of BIAs in the last 7 years - increasing from 42 in 
2001 to 60 at the end of 2006, with new commercial areas ex-
pressing an interest to explore implementing the program in their
