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How Toronto’s 2008 operating budget impacts small 
businesses

This past March, Toronto City Council approved the 2008 operating 
budget which will maintain services and make important new investments.  
The City’s small businesses are now seeing the positive changes Council 
has made, recognizing the valuable contribution small businesses are 
making to Toronto.  
 
The 2008 budget offers tax relief for small business. Property values for 
businesses assessed at over one million dollars will see an accelerated 
reduction in their tax rates.  Over the next 7 years, the tax rate charged to businesses will be 
reduced with a greater shift onto the residential rate.  
 
This means a 20% reduction in taxes from what your business would otherwise pay. The Province 
of Ontario is also reducing business education taxes in Toronto by 20%.   Government realizes that 
in order to keep our economy strong, small business must be protected.  
  
Thriving small businesses are the cornerstone of Toronto's growth, the 2008 Budget recognizes this 
fact.   It is my hope that the City will continue to assist in building a strong small business 
community.  Right here in Ward 1 - Etobicoke North, the Albion Islington Square Business 
Improvement Area is proof that when we all come together, we will all succeed in building a better 
community for residents and local business.
