Façade Renovation for the Smart Business Owner 
Choose energy– efficient products when replacing windows and doors. 

· Pay attention to the Energy Rating ( ER): A window’s ER is based on the heat transfer and air leakage of 
the window. The Higher the ER rating the more money you will save over the life of the window. 

· Look for the Energy Star symbol to ensure you are purchasing the most energy efficient products avail-
able. 

Cover Up 

· Adding awnings can help reduce the heat and damaging ultraviolet sunlight entering a front window. 

Consider installing Low-Emissivity ( Low-E) windows 

· Low-E windows are in a room to prevent the heat in a room from escaping while also filtering out dam-
aging ultraviolet sunlight; thus, preserving the integrity of products showcased in or near the window. 

Gas filled windows are another options to consider 

· Argon and krypton both have a higher insulation value than air and thus, are used between the panes in 
double and triple glazed windows to decrease the heat loss.
