I want to commend our  
Chairman, Shamsher Singh, all the Board Members and our 
Manager for accomplishing a great deal in that short time by:  
· Advertising the BIA in major and ethnic medias  
throughout the year 
· Annually participating in the  
Cavalcade of Lights with the beautiful ‘Thistle’ display, and
