Province New By- Law : Tobacco Tax Act

The Ontario Ministry of Revenue has recently introed a new program that wil
allow for the temporary prohibition of the saletolbacco products by retail dealeys
if they have repeatedly contravened the

*Tobacco Tax Act* and/or committed certain offencesler the *Smoke-Free
Ontario Act

*. The length of the prohibition may range up t®Iys. The ultimate goal of this
program is to eliminate the sale of relatively gheantraband tobacco products
which, in many cases, is directed towards undesagekers.

The ministry has recently published 3 bulletins Brachure to aid in this educa-
tion.
